The ability to identify the main idea of a
reading passage is the most important reading
skill a student can develop. Not only is it essen-
tial to basic comprehension, it also helps in
making inferences and understanding the
author’s purpose for writing the passage.
However, this is not always easy for students,
especially with more challenging, academic
texts where many important ideas are being
presented at once. In this lesson, we will learn a
two-step process for reliably identifying the
main idea and understand how to apply it to
both academic and non-academic texts.

Asking All the Right Questions

tense is also a convenient way to indicate that
something took place while something else was
happening. The session will briefly explain the
form of the verb used in past progressive and
provide interactive speaking and writing prac-
tice for situations requiring its use.
