1. Students interested in music are preferable, however, having played the instrument in
the past is not a prerequisite.

2. Like all other studio courses, regular attendance and active participation are required.

3. The maximum number of students for registration is limited to 16 per class.

4. In this course, kakuzume, (square-shaped picks) of Ikuta school style will be used.

5. Students will also be required to sing along while playing the koto.

6. Since Koto tablatures are written in Chinese numerals, students will be encouraged to
learn to read basic Chinese (kanji) characters.

7. In the class, students learn about Japanese culture, so this class is basically conducted
in Japanese language.

8. Don't forget to bring your koto tsume (picks) and tablatures on the day of koto class.

9. A material fee of ¥5,000 per semester (including koto tsume fee), payable in advance,
will be charged. (non-refundable)
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
