Course Overview

Intended for advance-level Japanese language learners, this class offers a
dynamic look at the history of modern Japan from the late nineteenth century up
until the present day. Conducted completely in Japanese, in practice this means
not only the strict avoidance of English in both class lectures and discussions, but
also selecting assigned readings drawn exclusively from materials written
entirely in Japanese. Nevertheless, as enrollment in this course requires no prior
knowledge of modern Japanese history, these readings are also organized
judiciously so as to include portions of diaries, letters, and other primary sources
together with an assortment of narrative secondary sources that offer additional
historical background and broader contextualization. The result is an
innovatively designed class that promises to deepen participants’ historical
understanding while simultaneously furthering their Japanese-language studies
as well.




Course Goals

To become acquainted with the basic narrative of modern Japanese history
familiar to students who grow up and attend schools here in Japan.

To gain a familiarity with a wide range of Japanese vocabulary terms and
patterns of expression associated with the study of history in particular.

To be able to follow along and participate in conversational Japanese about an
academic subject and use newly acquired vocabulary and language skills in order
to be able to both ask questions and express your own views.

To recognize the different characteristics and uses of primary and secondary

sources in the study of history and, through repeated practice, gain the
knowledge and skills necessary to be able to transform the former into the latter.
