[Course Outline / Description]
The first level of Intermediate Japanese. The course will lay the foundation for one to two years of

undergraduate level study. Students will develop a wide range of both speaking skills (especially
focusing on casual speech) in daily life and reading skills in reading materials mainly prepared for
learners of Japanese. The course requires students to give a PowerPoint presentation in Japanese.
Students should be able to recognize approximately 300 kanji characters and are required to study and

be able to read kanji that are in the textbook by themselves during the semester.
