[Course Outline / Description]

The fourth level of Kanji and Readings in Japanese. This course is designed for those who
have already learned the basic grammar, including honorific, passive, causative and
causative passive (enrolled in Japanese 5 or upper). The main focus is put on kanji and kanji
words, while reading skills are equally emphasized. Approximately 160 kanji will be
introduced for production and/or recognition. Students will be using basic grammar tools
to focus on reading on various topics, while expanding their vocabulary used in written text.
We will read materials, including a biography, an advertisement and a questionnaire. This
course will cover Lesson 22 through Lesson 31 of Kanji Look and Learn textbook and
workbook.

Students will learn 160 kanji and kanji words in Lesson 22 through Lesson 31 of Kanji Look
and Learn textbook and workbook. Students will expand one's vocabulary and improve
reading comprehension by reading various reading materials of familiar topic or context,
including a biography, an advertisement and a questionnaire.
