[Course Description]

Prerequisite: Japanese 4 (or its equivalent)

This course is designed for students who have completed their studies using comprehensive
beginner textbooks such as 'Genki' and are ready to progress to the first level of
intermediate Japanese. This course aims to develop fundamental communication skills that
empower individuals to express their opinions and construct simple sentences on everyday
topics. The course focuses on acquiring grammar and expression skills equivalent to JLPT*
N3 while aiming to achieve CEFR** B1.1 level proficiency in the four language skills. The
course includes various activities such as mini-speeches, video projects, and interactions
with local students at our university. The course materials consist of packets prepared by
the language faculty at Kansai Gaidai University. Students are expected to recognize
approximately 300 kanji characters before the course and demonstrate the ability to read the
kanji from the textbook during the semester.

Final Exam: A comprehensive final exam covering the entire course content will be
scheduled for the last week of the semester. Specific details about the final exam will be
shared in class.
