In this course, students are expected to have prior knowledge of recognizing and producing
approximately 500-600 kanji characters at the Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT)
N3 level. The objective of this course, along with Kanji & Readings 6, is to help students
pass the JLPT N2 level. The course focuses on enhancing reading skills that are useful in
everyday life, such as reading displays, instructions, and e-mails. Additionally, students
will learn new kanji and vocabulary to enable them to write short compositions based on

the documents they read.
