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(This course aims to improve practical Japanese language comprehension, reading skills, and kanji
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proficiency through the use of textbooks and exposure to everyday documents and kanji. Specifically,
the goal is for students to reach a level equivalent to passing the Japanese Language Proficiency Test
N2 upon completion of this course and the next level course, "Kanji & Reading 6".

In this course, students will learn Japanese texts and kanji commonly encountered in daily life in
Japan. For kanji study, students are expected to practice meanings and stroke orders on their own
before class. In class, we will reinforce learning through quizzes and competitive games with
classmates. Additionally, students will create their own brochures and invitation cards, referencing
materials found online, and present them to classmates. Furthermore, we will practice reading news

articles and writing personal opinions about them.)
