This course is the first Advanced level of Reading Japanese and Kanji. Students should be
able to recognize approximately 900 kanji. More kanji (about 500) from the Joyo Kanji (2,136
kanji) will be introduced. In each lesson students have kanji exercises focused on certain
topics. Students read authentic material, understand the text by paraphrasing and

summarizing the content and learn writing skills. Students are required to develop their
