Advanced Kanji and Readings A is offered in the fall semester and Advanced Kanji and Readings B is
offered in the spring semester. They are offered with different course materials. This is the advanced
reading and writing Japanese course and is suitable for students who are at around Level 2 (N2)/Level 1

should be able to recognize and produce approximately 1,400 kanji. The Joyo Kanji (2,136 kanji) will be
regularly used during the semester. This course aims at developing academic writing skills in Japanese in
more serious and academic topics. Students are required to read authentic materials such as novels,
essays, editorials, and so forth, and to write short articles/essays about the topics related to their reading.
